the past eight years, UGA has
invested $23M in campus safety,
including $7.3M in 2024 alone.
These investments have supported
a 20% increase to the UGA Police
Department’s budget, allowing the
University to recruit and retain
outstanding officers. UGA has

enhanced campus safety measures,

including adding lighting and
cameras, and has introduced
programs to help students feel safer
as they travel across campus.
